Body camera footage and 
scenario-based exercises bring these skills to life and give you hands-on practice in real-world situations.

Understand how the body’s stress responses (freeze, flight, fight) play out—and how to read pre-
flight and pre-assault signals. 

• Real-World Application 
Review actual body cam footage to see proactive skills in action during pedestrian, bicycle, and 
vehicle stops. 

• Legal and Tactical Proficiency 
Develop reasonable suspicion, conduct interviews that get results, and know what to do when 
consent is denied but suspicion remains. 

• Officer Safety 
Sharpen your awareness and use perception, fieldcraft and impression management to stay safe 
and in control.
